Notice of Race

Montrose Sailing Club Annual Regatta
13th and 14th August 2011
1. Montrose Sailing Club (MSC) invites members and visiting dinghy sailors to their annual regatta to take place on Montrose Basin on 13th and 14th August 2011.
2. The Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the RYA, dinghy class rules, this notice of race and the sailing instructions, will govern racing.
3. Competitors shall register not less than one hour before the first race of the day is due to start

4. A briefing shall be held approx 60 minutes before the race is due to start

5. Four handicap races are planned, two on the Saturday and two on the Sunday, although the weather may curtail this programme.  The final race is for the Commodore’s Cup; the combined results of the remaining races to count for Regatta places

6. Saturday racing will not start before 13.00hrs and shall finish before 17:00; Sunday racing will not start before 14.00hrs and shall finish before 18.00hrs
7. The race entry fee is £10 for the weekend.  

8. Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility.  It is for competitors to decide whether their boat is fit to sail in the conditions in which it will find itself.  By launching or going to sea competitors confirm the boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in them.  The provision of safety boats does not relieve owners and/or competitors of their responsibilities.  By registering to race, each boat confirms that it is adequately insured, including insurance against third party claims of at least £2,000,000

9. Light refreshments will be available on both days and, weather permitting, a BBQ will be held after the final race on the Sunday.  If you intend to partake, could you please advise the Club Secretary or Treasurer of your preferred main course (salmon or steak) prior to the event (secretary@montrosesailingclub.co.uk; treasurer@montrosesailingclub.co.uk).

10. Montrose SC is located on Esk Road, Montrose.  Entrance to Esk Road is off the A92 a few metres to the north and west of the roundabout junction to Ferryden, it passes alongside the Bridgend Garage and underneath the railway viaduct.  There is a car park just beyond the boat compound.
